William Kaighin (the elder) was the eldest child in this family, and 
therefore inherited the farm at Ballacregga, Kirk Michael and the 

rest of his fatherôs land holdings in Kirk Michael.  As was 
customary, Robert, the second oldest surviving child therefore 

received nothing from inheritance.  His purchase of a 1d (1 pence) 
share of the quarterland of the Phurt (Port) demonstrates the 

disparity of fortune between eldest sons and the others.  Robert 
had a pittance, just a tiny plot of land on a piece of property that 

was eroding away and a 3d share of an intack somewhere nearby.  
Intacks were common grounds primarily used for grazing, but it was 
not arable land.  While William (the elder)ôs descendants continued 
to prosper and gain property holdings throughout the parish of Kirk 

Michael over the next couple of hundred years, Robert and his 
descendants at the Phurt lived an austere existence, and once the 
property became uninhabitable due to coastal erosion, the Phurt 

Kaighins were scattered to the wind.

Robert Kaighin is the progenitor of the Phurt branch of the 
Kaighin family.  The name ñy Phurtò, ñYe Phurtò, etc., located 

within the treen of Leyre in Kirk Michael Parish has been 
interpreted as either the Port or the Fort.  Because of this 

quarterlandôs former location on the northern side of the mouth of 
Glen Helen, Phurt was anciently named after a port that once 

was a feature of this area.  Coastal erosion at a rate of about 1 
yard per year has eliminated the port and its namesake 

quarterland. The last property transaction in Kirk Michael that 
referenced y Phurt was in 1801.  From 1663 until 1801, the 

Kaighin family which resided here was identified in records with ñy 
Phurtò appended to their names, as if it were a moniker.

And the said Patrick Corlet 
having also asked forgiveness of her upon his knees, wch being granted, and the said parties reconciled in court, it is therefore 
hereby orderôd yt no person presume to revive the sd slander, to the scandal and reproach of the above Bahee Kaighen or her 
relations under the severest of penalties, according to law and their demerit.

John Kaighin was the progenitor of the Corvalley branch of the 
Kaighin family.  This branch is thus named after the quarterland 

property of Corvalley (pronounced ñker-voll-yaò) in Kirk German, a 
portion of which his widow Eleanor Kaighin als Kaighin settled on 
her son James in her will in 1793.  There is some evidence that 
Eleanor purchased this property not long before she died.  The 

actual property of Corvalley was probably never used as a 
residence by this family, as the adjacent property (and co-named 
with Corvalley in Eleanorôs will) Ballakaighin was the location of 
this familyôs residence for a further four generations, leaving the 

family after the death of her GG Grandson, James Kaighin in 1939.
